Functions of the Tender Board

Three Main Functions of the Tender Board

The Tender Board is the highest approvals authority for the Government of Swaziland, with responsibility for providing prior authorisation of specified stages of the procurement process in accordance with Public Procurement Regulations, 2008, Regulation 17. 

The functions of the Tender Board shall include:
1. Providing prior authorisations in accordance with Regulation 17; 

2. Conducting the opening of tenders; and, 

3. Deciding on the management of disputes with tenderers and suppliers.
